MISSIONAL IDEA-

Matthew 9:35-38- The result of seeing people

MISSIONAL IDEA-

2 Cor 3:5 - Our inadequacy is overcome by our God and life preparation.

people are constantly moving out of their comfort zones outside the church into different
relationships and worldviews of people in order to make disciples and spread the love of Christ.

NEIGHBORHOOD MISSIONAL EDITION

Today: Walk your pets regularly and enjoy people and God’s creation. PONDER
THIS! You will never know the divine appointments that God brings your way if
you don’t step out.

Monday: Pass out baked goods (fresh bread, cookies, brownies). Be known as that
family that bakes and shares.

Tuesday: REFLECT: Jesus changed up his approach to people quite regularly. He
treated Nicodemus (John 3) much differently than he treated the Woman at the Well
(John 4). Seek to interact with people where THEY ARE in LIFE!

Wednesday: Read Il Cor. 5:11-21. What sticks out in terms of being Missional in this
passage? Have you ever considered that Christ’s love is controlling and compelling you?

Thursday: Attend and participate in Home Owner Association functions, attend the
parties that you’re invited to by neighbors. Does your neighborhood have special
functions and parties: Attend them!

Friday: REFLECT: Our culture wants to know if Christianity actually works. Why
don’t you become that family that has an annual food/coat drive and get your neighbors
involved. This is a great way to show that Christianity works.

Saturday: EASTER EGG HUNT! Everyone loves our traditional holidays. Perhaps
you can start a tradition of having a Halloween, Christmas, July 4™ or Celebrate
everyone’s birthday party at the same time.
